StereoVision looks simultaneously at the past, present and future as it examines how art and
technology have shaped our vision and perception. Stereographs, a groundbreaking 19™
century antecedent of virtual reality, are joined with contemporary photographs, holograms,
videos, and installations. The viewer is immersed in environments that probe and disturb our
normative visual, auditory, and kinetic perceptive experiences. As StereoVision proposes a
discursive platform to question perceptive notions of space, the contemporary works selected
for the exhibition, are considered less as literal extensions of the vintage stereograph and more
as visual and conceptual investigations into the nature of spatial perception.

StereoVision includes thirteen international contemporary artists: Peter Bahouth; Jan Burns;
Janet Cardiff; Juan Cespedes; Chuck Close; Rochelle Costi; Leandro Erlich; Zilvinas Kempinas;
William Kentridge; Brian Meola; Barbara Probst; James Tunick and Janis Garan¢s. The vintage
stereographs, representing various themes including portraiture, cityscapes, industrial marvels
and journalistic subject matter, are culled from the Drapkin Collection, a distinguished Florida-
based collection of 19" and early 20" century photography.

The Gallery Talk planned in conjunction with the USFCAM exhibition will feature presentations
by: Robert Drapkin, M.D., FACP, who will speak about the stereoscope and stereograph’s
significant impact on human vision and perception within the mid-19™ century social, political
and cultural context; James Tunick, artist and President of Studio IMC (www.StudiolMC.com), a
New York City-based multimedia design firm, will talk about his collaboration with Janis Garancs
on Parallel Cityscapes, a 2007 stereoscopic video installation, and will also address
contemporary issues related to virtual reality and interactive multimedia installations; and lzabel
Galliera, Curator, will briefly speak about the overall curatorial framework and concept of the
exhibition.

USFCAM will produce an exhibition brochure with a curatorial statement from the Curator,
checklist of works in the exhibition; short artists’ biographies and color reproductions of



numerous works in the exhibition.
